Children aged 6 and under may not be left unattended in the library. Older children caring for
younger children must be able and willing to attend and supervise the younger ones while in the
library. Parents/Guardians are responsible for their children's behavior in the library.
Parents/Guardians will be notified if their children are left in a vulnerable situation or require
supervision due to disruptive behavior.
